Despite being only 100km. away from the Eastern
metropolis Kolkata, due to a weak conveyance, it has not been easy for Raidighi to get a sustained taste of the urban lifestyle and culture.
Yet, it must be acknowledged that Raidighi throbs with its own unique dialect, philosophy and folk idiom. However, the college is unable
to celebrate its silver jubilee celebration due to certain outbreak of COVID-19 in a pandemic form. But the teachers and students are

connected with different online platform for their continuous interaction with teaching learning processes.

ABOUT THE DEPARTMENT

The Department of Geography in Raidighi College under University of Calcutta came into existence in the year 2000 and it is one
of the youngest teaching departments on the campus of Raidighi College.
